Ø Sometimes when we question our faith, it 
can feel like our identity is being 
questioned too. 

Ø While our doubts can feel uncomfortable, 
they can be an indicator that we need to 
grow our faith and how we view God. 

Ø Bringing your questions to others is a 
healthy and important part of the process.

Icebreaker: How do you feel about spoilers? Do you 
like them or despise them? 
 

Ø What one thing stuck out to you most? 
Ø If someone asked you to name the characteristics 

of Jesus, what would you say? Why?  
Ø Describe the faith you grew up in or experienced 

as a new believer. How did these early 
experiences with faith impact your view of Jesus? 

Ø Read 1 Corinthians 3:11. What does the 
foundation of your faith look like, and what might 
need to change for it to look more like Jesus? 

Ø What might the world look like if everyone 
committed to living and loving like Jesus? Do you 
think the world would be a better place? 

Ø Take some time to talk about questions or 
doubts you have in your faith.  

Ø How can you live and love more like Jesus today? 
 
  

Challenge: Explore who Jesus is. Start by reading 
Matthew, Mark, Luke, or John, and then notice the 
words He said and the way He lived. Share what 
you learn with your LifeGroup.
